VMWare Shutdown

There are two ways to shut down the VMWare machine.

One is to use the Web management portal and the other is to use the shut command on the console. Make sure to shut down all of the virtual machines before shutting down the ESX machine.

Web Management Portal

1. Open a browser to the appropriate ESX server and login.

2. Click on the options tab.

3. Click on the “Shutdown” link at the bottom right of the options screen.

4. Type in the reason for the shutdown and click OK button.

Console

1. If necessary, type ALT- F2 and login.

2. type the following command:

shutdown –t3 –h now

and hit enter key.

Last Resort

1. Unplug the machine!

	An unclean boot from a SAN system shutdown results in an unrecoverable file system error. The probability of this occurring on a Boot from SAN (BFS) is much higher than on a traditional boot from SCSI. The Linux kernel used in ESX Server 2.5 does not support failover
