ZfD4 Agent Automated Installation Procedure

This method requires the user to log in to the ADM domain, and the PC to be joined to the ADM domain.  

Two groups are created for each campus location in Active Directory and NDS to perform the install; DSC will be used as the location in the examples:

 “DSCLocalAdmins” Global group in the ADM Windows 2000 Active Directory domain

ZFDPUSH.DSC.ADM.DCCCD group in NetWare NDS

The user logged in on a PC must have Local Administrator rights to perform the ZfD Agent installation.  These rights are given through membership in the “DSCLocalAdmins” domain global group.  The “DSCLocalAdmins” Global group will be made a member of the “Administrators” local group on each PC.

Bindview RMS is used to add the “DSCLocalAdmins” global group to the “Administrators” local group on each PC.  This is to avoid having to touch each PC to do the installation.

The users should be added to the “DSCLocalAdmins” group, then removed once the ZfD Agent has been installed on their PC.  

The user should also be added to the ZFDPUSH group in NDS to run the ZFDPUSH.BAT installation batch file from the NetWare login script.

Installing the ZfD 4 Agent

The Zenworks For Desktops (ZfD) Agent installation is done through the NetWare login script with the following lines:


IF OS=”Win95” THEN GOTO ZFDDONE



IF MEMBER OF “ZFDPUSH.DSC.ADM.DCCCD” THEN



EXIT “ZFDPUSH”


ZFDDONE:


END

The ZfD4 Agent should not be installed on an OS older than Win 98 SP2.  ZFDPUSH is a group in the DSC container that users can be added to when they are ready to receive the ZfD Agent.  The EXIT “ZFDPUSH” line runs Y:\ZFDPUSH.BAT, shown below:

Zfdpush.bat

IF EXIST C:\Progra~1\Novell\Zenworks\NALWIN32.EXE GOTO FINISH


DEL “C:\ Docume~1\All Users\Start Menu\Programs\Startup\Nal.*”


Msiexec.exe /i Y:\zfdagent\zfdagent.msi /qb! STARTUP_APPWINDOW=1

:FINISH

The first line looks to see if the ZfD4 Agent is already installed.

The second line deletes the Zenworks 2 shortcut to nal.exe.

The third line runs the install.  The /i switch indicates an install, /qb! shows a progress window and hides the cancel button, and STARTUP_APPWINDOW=1 adds the NAL window to the Startup folder.

Console One

The latest version of Console One and the ZfD4 snap-ins should be used to administer the ZfD objects.  

Implementing ZfD4 Agent Automated Installation

1) Install the latest version of Console One and the ZfD4 snap-ins on Admin PCs. Console One version 1.3.6c can be installed from DSC2\SYS\\INSTALL\consoleone\Console1.3.6 by running c1.exe.  The snap-ins should be copied from DSC2\SYS\INSTALL\consoleone\snapins\ZFD4 to the C:\Novell\consoleone\1.2 folder.  The entire directory structure should be copied and pasted.

2) Create the “DSCLocalAdmins” group in Active Directory

3) Use Bindview RMS to add “DSCLocalAdmins” Global group in the ADM domain to the “Administrators” Local group on each PC.  

4) Grant DSCAdmins group rights to add/remove users from a group in the ADM\DSC Active   Directory container.

5) Create the ZFDPUSH group in NetWare NDS using Console One 

6) Copy ZFDPUSH.BAT and ZFDAGENT folder to SYS:\Public

7) Edit login script to run ZFDPUSH.BAT 

8) Add Users to “DSCLocalAdmins” and ZfDPush groups
